RE: APPROPRIATIONS UPDATE

During the last full week of June, Congress passed a fiscal year 2008 (FY08) war
supplemental spending bill, thus sending the measure to the president for his approval. It
is important to note that, following extensive negotiations between the House, the Senate,
and the White House substantial funding for domestic programs was added to the final
version of the legislation. While the president has previously indicated he would prefer
that the supplemental only include funding for military operations. On Monday, June
30", the President signed the FY08 war supplemental into law.

Of interest to NCF, the FY08 war supplemental spending bill includes:

o An additional $150 million for the National Institutes of Health for Fiscal Year 2008,

o These funds are provided to the NIH Office of the Director (OD), which is
subsequently mandated to allocate them to the individual NIH institutes
and centers in a manner proportional to their FY 2008 funding levels.

« An additional $150 million for the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) for Fiscal
Year 2008.

On Tuesday, June 24" the House Labor-Health and Human Services-Education (L-HHS)
Appropriations Subcommittee approved its FY09 House L-HHS Appropriations bill. The
full House Appropriations Committee began considering the bill on Thursday, June 26",
but a disagreement unrelated to the legislation lead to the Committee adjourning before
the bill could be approved for the House floor. The House h]zpmpriatiuns Committee is
expected to approve the bill after they return from the July 4" recess.



Highlights of the FY09 House L-HHS bill include:

e $157.553 billion for the Fiscal Year 2009 (FY09) Labor, Health and Human Services,
Education, and Related Agencies Appropriations Bill, an increase of $9.191 billion
(5.8%) over FY08 and $11.064 billion (7%) over the budget request.

e $69.016 billion for the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS), an increase
of $3.485 billion (5%) over FY08 and $5.193 billion (7.5%) above the budget request.

o $7.348 billion for the Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA), an
increase of $364.501 million (4.9%) over FY08 and $1.219 billion (16.5%) above the
budget request.

e $6.587 billion for the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), an increase
of $156.233 (2.4%) million over FY(08 and $631.212 million (9.6%) above the budget
request.

e $30.38 billion for the National Institutes of Health (NIH), an increase of $1.15 billion
(3.8%) over FY08 and the budget request.

e $3.437 billion for the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration
(SAMHSA), an increase of $80.117 million (2.3%) above FY08 and $278.672 million
(8.1%) above the budget request.

e $375 million for the Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality (AHRQ), an increase
of $40.436 million (10.8%) over FY08 and $49.336 (13.2%) above the budget request.

e $63.616 billion for the Department of Education (DoE), an increase of $4.434 million
(7%) over FY08 and $3.563 billion (5.6%) above the budget request.

Of interest to NCF, the FY(09 House L-HHS Appropriations bill includes:
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention

e $1.011 billion for Health Promotion, which is an increase of $49.315 million over
FYO08 and $78.435 million above the budget request.

o $876.782 million for Chronic Disease Prevention, Health Promotion, and
Genomics, an increase of $42.955 million over FY08 and $71.461 million
above the budget request.

»  Chronic Kidney Disease.—The Committee previously has
expressed concern regarding the need to expand public health
strategies to combat chronic kidney disease (CKD) given that
many individuals are diagnosed too late to initiate treatment
regimens that could reduce morbidity and mortality. There are 20
million Americans who have CKD, and millions more are at risk of
